DIRECTIONS

Superior No. 141 should be applied with a brush or a swab. The flux exhibits the best activity
between 93-315°C/200-600°F. Post-solder residues are water-flushable.

The following steps are recommended for optimum soldering results:

©® Remove any oil, grease, or other contaminants from the surface to be soldered.
® Apply flux to joint by swabbing or brushing to area being soldered.

® Preheat or air-dry area to be soldered after flux has been applied to activate the flux and yield
optimum soldering characteristics and reduce or eliminate spattering.

O Apply or feed solder wire to area being soldered.
© Clean flux residues from soldered area usina a water rinse or bv winina off with a wet cloth.
