1. Select applicable HST tubing size for the cable to be spliced from 
the above table.  Clean cables.

2. Measure the length of the connector.

3. Cut the HST tubing such that HST is 4” (minimum) longer than the measured connector length.

4. Slide HST tubing over either cable to be spliced.

5. Remove insulation/jacket a distance of one-half the connector length (1/2 L) from each cable to be spliced.  Clean and abrade a 2” section from the end 
of the jacket/insulation.

6. Install connector.

7. Position HST tubing over connector and center.  Shrink HST tubing starting at center, shrink around the sleeve and alternating each way until sealant
flows out of both ends.
