Halogen lamps are tungsten filament incandescent lamps filled with an inert gas (usually krypton or xenon to insulate the filament and
decrease heat losses) to which a trace of halogen vapor (bromine) has been added. Tungsten vaporized from the filament wire is intercepted
by the halogen gas before it reaches the wall of the bulb, and is returned to the filament. Therefore, the glass bulb stays clean and the light
output remains constant over the entire life of the lamp.

WEIGHTS & MEASURES OF POPULAR TUNGSTEN HALOGEN TYPES

The packaging industry describes box dimensions as follows: The length is the larger of the two dimen-
sions of the open face (flap opening) the width is the smaller. The depth is always the distance measured
perpendicular to the length and width between the outermost surfaces of the box.

Generally, packages of lamps of a similar type and wattage will have approximately the same weights and
measurements. Occasionally, packaging data will be changed without notice.
