DIRECTIONS 

1. This product is ready for use. Do not alter its consistency. 
2. If liquid appears on the surface, simply mix well before using. 
3. Clean pipe and gasket surfaces thoroughly. 
4. Make sure gasket is properly sealed. 
5. Apply Seal Lube using a sponge, cloth, glove or brush. 
6. Very little of this lubricant is needed to do a good job. Be sure to apply it evenly 

over the entire surface requiring lubrication, but avoid spots. Do not place lubricant in the ring groove.
